Classroom Procedures:

Required Materials

Students should bring a pen or pencil, their agenda and ID to class every day.   The school does not use leave-the-room passes; therefore, a student must have their planner for a pass in order to leave the room.  If a student does not have his/her planner, they will not be permitted to leave the classroom.  

Assignments:

Students will be given plenty of time to complete assignments during the day.  If you are unable to complete your assignments, please note available times for this computer lab.

Make-up Work:

· It is the responsibility of the student to obtain make up work for assignments missed due to an absence.  A student should come in outside of class time to complete missed assignments.  It is the student’s responsibility to communicate with me and arrange a time to make up the missed assignments.  Arrangements to make-up a missed test or quiz must be done within three days of an absence, or the student will receive a zero, per school policy.  Arrangements to come in before or after school should be made with me in advance, since I occasionally have other obligations.

· It is the responsibility of the student to come in outside of class time to finish assignments they have not been able to complete during the time scheduled in class.  Not every student works at the same pace—they all have different skill levels.  Some students catch on very quickly and fly through their work.  Others struggle on every assignment.  The class is paced so that the average student completes the objectives for the class in one semester. 

Care of Equipment:

·       Students are expected to take care of the equipment assigned to them.  Anything that does not seem right or seem broken should be reported to the teacher immediately.  Each computer is the property of West High and not the student.  No student should assume it is okay to change background settings, change fonts, save on the hard drive (without permission), download software, etc.  Any student not respecting equipment will be referred to their appropriate administrator.

Computer Lab Usage Rules - Computers are available for use as long as the following rules and conditions are followed:
· No food or drinks are to be at the computers or desks.  Store them on table by the door.

· No use of cell phones to text or make calls during class time. 
· If music is permitted in class, it must be from your own MP3 player, not from the computer

· Students are not to play games or watch videos unless it is for educational purposes.  If you are caught, the school Site Technical Specialist must disable you from the network.  Absolutely no YouTube videos.

· District policy - you CANNOT access your email, IM’s, blogs, social networks (and other similar sites), without the teacher’s permission and with proper monitoring of the activity by the teacher.  Absolutely no use of any secondary website or proxy servers to get around the district firewall.  

· Students are not to be on the Internet or in any other program or game on the computer, unless authorized by the instructor.  Get your work done and ask for permission.
· When computers or the Internet are on lock-down, do not disable, delete, or use a backdoor to gain access.  Get your work done in class and you can have permission from the instructor to use the Internet.
· Be proud.  No writing in textbooks, on desks, on machines, etc.

· Students are not to share any completed assignments—this is considered cheating.  Both students will receive a zero on the assignment(s).

· Do not share flash drives—this is considered cheating.

· Do not to share usernames or passwords (you cannot log on as another user)—this is considered cheating.

If any of the above rules are violated, discipline consequences will be assigned.  Some students may be suspended from using computers or removed permanently from the class for major violations of the above rules, which may result in a failing grade.
